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Introduction

Each period of time carries with it different risks to which people are ex-
posed and which they face in their daily lives. Vulnerability and insecurity have
always determined the conditions of human existence (Bek 2011, 18). In a way,
this used to be a more common case because these were risks that affected the
existence of individuals, so controlling and managing those risks usually had the
meaning of a struggle for survival. The modern age, thanks to the progress in
various fields, has brought many former risks under control, which has led to the
improvement of the life of modern man. On the other hand, the mentioned
changes have caused some other processes that cannot be characterized as posi-
tive, so in modern terms we also face many risks.

Due to their immaturity and inexperience, young people are more suscep-
tible to various risks than when it comes to adults, ie youth is associated itself
with categories of risk and uncertainty. However, aware of that, we try as indi-
viduals and as a society to do everything what is available to us to protect young
people. By the nature of things, basic protection mechanisms are developed
within fundamental institutions (family and school). The importance of strength-
ening young people's own capacities so that they can recognize and avoid vari-
ous risks on their own should also not be neglected. The fact is that this can be
best achieved by improving the security culture through various educational pro-
grams, primarily within educational institutions.

The basis for undertaking activities in order to improve the security culture
of young people is an appropriate normative framework that regulates this area
and which, together with strategic documents, enables specific decisions to be
made in this regard. However, the precondition for this concretization is an ade-
quate and detailed analysis of the security risks to which young people are ex-
posed in the modern world, given that this is a dynamic and changeable phe-
nomenon. Some risks cause more significant public attention, such as pedophilia,
which sometimes leads to exaggeration, misconceptions and stereotypes. On the
other hand, certain risks are misunderstood or some aspects of them are underes-
timated, which can also lead to problems. In order to prevent that, we should
continuously work on improving the perception of security risks, and media have
one of the most important roles in that process.

Contemporary security risks and youth

The catalog of modern security risks to which young people are exposed is
numerous and diverse. It seems that danger is on all sides, starting with pedo-
philia, which perhaps causes the most parental fear through other forms of vio-
lence, no matter who does it: peer groups (usually in gangs) or violence perpe-
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trated by adults against young people and which can be manifest itself in differ-
ent modalities and situations, to the risks that exist in the field of traffic, and we
should not forget the principled susceptibility of young people to various forms
of addiction such as alcoholism and drug addiction. These risks are often inter-
twined, so the consumption of alcohol and/or drugs is often associated with traf-
fic incidents, which unfortunately take many young lives annually in the Repub-
lic of Serbia.

All the mentioned forms of security risks can be conditionally classified in
the category of traditional because they exist in the present moment and were
current in earlier times, ie they did not arise within the framework of postmodern
society. On the other hand, the question can be asked what we mean by the con-
struction “contemporary security risks” and, above all, how we will define con-
temporaneity.

Modern risks are mainly related to the characteristics of modern society, ie
the way in which it functions. Will we set and understand the modern framework
in the context of the new millennium or postmodern society, or we will under-
stand it in a broader sense, including the time that precedes it. In this regard, it
should be borne in mind that key changes in the position of young people, espe-
cially in the West, occurred around the 60s of the 20th century when is observed
the emergence and development of a specific subculture of young people as a
consequence of their liberation from economic roles by introducing compulsory
education, by banning the exploitation of child labor and the gradual death of
classical agricultural production. Along with the mentioned social processes, a
market of goods is being developed that are especially intended for young people
who subordinate their previous life habits that were primarily focused on satisfy-
ing the existential needs from that period to the logic of leisure class and hedon-
ism (Ignjatovi¢ 2019, 77).

Self-satisfaction is becoming the main driver of young people and such a
direction remains dominant until now. The orientation of young people towards
entertainment and their own satisfaction is as itself a risk that opens the way to
many more specific risks. Some of these more specific risks are covered by the
“youth market” mentioned by Ian Taylor, pointing out that it, together with the
adolescent lifestyle, has an important impact on alcoholism and drug addiction.
In this sense, it is especially emphasized the drug market for discos for which
there is a strong demand (Taylor, 1999, quoted in: Ignjatovi¢ 2019, 85). Expo-
sure of young people to the risk of drug addiction and / or alcoholism as forms of
addiction is obviously not new, but the fact is that the mentioned market is being
adjusted in order to ensure continuity in its maintenance. This will mean devis-
ing new ways of approaching young people using the logic of consumerism. The
essence of tackling risks such as the availability of narcotics is recognizing them
and developing capacities that will help young people successfully avoid the
traps of such risks.
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On the other hand, many people who grew up during the 1960s or a decade
later would not agree with the attempt to equate past and present risks to which
young people are exposed. In this regard, it can be observed an international
trend of a significant decrease in the number of children staying unaccompanied
by adults in parks, using public transport alone or being without adults in other
public areas, which is contrary to the childhood memories of most adults (Sten-
son 2010, 181). Adults perceive the world we live in now as much more danger-
ous than in the time when they grew up, and therefore they believe that children
are now exposed to many risks that were not relevant a decade ago or could have
been better controlled then.

However, there is no doubt that the comprehensive process of globaliza-
tion, understood primarily in the context of opening the world market, ie ena-
bling freer movement of people, services, capital and goods in cooperation with
other factors, contributed to certain parts of that the population being more ex-
posed to risks than before. This is especially the case with young people in terms
of the risk of becoming victims of human trafficking (Bingulac 2015, 169).
When globalization is viewed in the context of trafficking in children and youth
for the purpose of sexual exploitation, parallel processes of increasing demand
(significant role of the Internet) and ubiquitous impoverishment in the world
(increasing “supply”) can be seen, all complemented by simultaneous disruption
of values, lack of education and proper education of young people as well as the
absence of an adequate security policy, we come to the point that the problem of
human trafficking is increasing (Bjelajac and Zirojevi¢ 2014, 88).

However, despite the obvious timelessness of many risks, the new millen-
nium has brought significant innovations in terms of the position of young peo-
ple in the context of technical and technological development. The growth of the
Internet, the emergence of social networks, the constant improvement of elec-
tronic devices - smartphones, tablets and computers have influenced the lifestyle
of young people. That virtual world in which young people are increasingly stay-
ing has become a place where various security risks are hidden. The replacement
of the real world with the virtual by the nature of things has also brought the
transfer of certain security risks from one sphere to another. When we compare
the present moment and only twenty years earlier, we will notice a significant
difference in that sense. Certainly the development we mention has not only af-
fected the lives of young people but has also changed the lives of adults who are,
we can assume, generally more resistant to such influences.

A special danger arises from the fact that communication in cyberspace
implies a significant dose of anonymity, so it enables many potential perpetrators
of criminal acts to hide their identity and commit crimes that can be directed at
young people. These can be, on the one hand, crimes against sexual freedom,
that are considered as pedophilia when they are committed against minors. Also
in cyberspace, there are various opportunities for manipulation of young people,
ie their recruitment in terms of involvement in undertaking certain criminal ac-
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tivities. Direction of manipulation or in other words the goal of recruitment can
refer to the commission of criminal acts of conventional crime, such as various
forms of violence (murder, bodily injury ...) or property crime (theft, robbery ...)
but also in terms of acts that are especially stand out in the context of contempo-
rary security risks.

The new millennium has brought innovations in terms of the risks associ-
ated with the phenomenon of terrorism. The turning point at the global level in
relation to terrorism is the event of September 11, 2001, which put the danger of
the so-called modern terrorism and all that it entails primarily among the West-
ern public, and then in many other parts of the world. Among other things, mod-
ern terrorism is associated with issues of extremism and radicalization, so it is
obvious that great concern in the global context is the danger of recruiting young
people by various terrorist organizations that are particularly active in virtually
finding of new members. Terrorists use the Internet to recruit children as they do
in relation to adults by offering them tidy video material (adapted for children),
reading material in the form of comics as well as video games (Jewkes and Yar
2010, 203).

Of particular concern is contemporary Islamic terrorism, which empha-
sizes the cult of young people who reject the authority of their parents and thus
traditional Islam (Roa 2017, 40). It is a youth movement that is formed beyond
the religious and cultural understandings of its parents and is an inseparable part
of the “youth culture” of our societies, which indicates to essential importance of
the generational dimension of modern radicalism and terrorism (7). On that ba-
sis, modern terrorism develops a different approach to recruiting potential mem-
bers who are not only sought among those who have some connection, even in-
direct, with the world of Islam, but also among those young people who are dis-
satisfied with their lives, relationships with others, especially different authori-
ties ( parents, teachers or superiors (if employed)). In those years, dissatisfaction
and insecurity is a common phenomenon that most young people overcome in
the process of maturing and growing up, but while it lasts, it represents a risk in
the context of exposure to various manipulations.

With all this in mind, it should come as no surprise that most radicalized
individuals, contrary to the stereotypical view of Islamic radicalization and re-
lated terrorism, are actively involved in contemporary “youth culture” in various
ways (Roa 2017, 45). This is manifested primarily by the way of behavior and
dress style, which is almost indistinguishable in relation to “non-radicalized”
young people. They drink, smoke, commit petty, typical acts of youthful rebel-
lion against the adult world (driving in drunk condition, petty property crimes).
The dress style is typical “street wear” (branded things, sweatshirts, hoods,
sneakers ...), they do not wear Salafist clothes and less and less have a beard that
is no longer considered as an expression of piety. The musical style they nurture
also does not deviate from the modern one (although they mostly listen special
music called nashid which is a mixture of rap and hip-hop) and they are fans of
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video games as well as violent American movies (Roa 2017, 46). Keeping the
“Western” style makes it easier and more efficient to bring radicalized move-
ments closer to young people, so it is cited in the literature the situation in the
UK when a website links to radical Islam published a video with rap music basi-
cally designed to inspire young people to join Jihad. v. West (Denning 2010,
203).

When we talk about youth and modern security risks, we should empha-
size the culture of violence, which is not specifically a characteristic of radical-
ized groups, but is traditionally an important feature of most criminal gangs,
which is most often manifested by symbols of violence such as weapons or
physical strength, which is often associated with various martial arts. When it
comes to martial arts, a special problem is the abuse of something that young
people should understand only in a positive context as activities that develop
their self-discipline and teach them how to protect themselves and others in vari-
ous dangerous situations, which is especially important as part of the considera-
tion of the relationship between contemporary security risks and security culture.
Unfortunately, the image of many criminal groups is mainly based on highlight-
ing originally noble phenomena, among which, in addition to the mentioned
martial arts, we should also point out the phenomenon of sports cheering, such as
football, but which is also often placed in a negative context by associating with
the activities of various hooligan groups.

This summary and brief explanation of various modern security risks do
not close the circle because it is a dynamic area. As can be concluded, the
changes at the global level also affect the issue of child and youth security be-
cause the risks are constantly changing or adapting to new circumstances, and
the task of all countries is to provide appropriate mechanisms for improving the
security culture of young people.

Strategic-normative framework important for the improvement of
the security culture of young people in the Republic of Serbia

The state of youth security culture and its improvement is a complex issue
that permeates through different segments of social life, ie implies the need for
simultaneous action of different actors in order to achieve satisfactory effects in
this area. By improving the security culture of young people, it is raised the level
of security among that population, and thus indirectly in the entire society.

The basic institutions which are in charge for improving the youth security
culture are the family and educational institutions. Adoption of attitudes and
values that should enable the achievement of that goal is a long and complex
process and must be started in a timely manner.

The basis of every action is an appropriate strategic-normative framework
which, although not sufficient and the only step towards achieving the goal, is a
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necessary stair towards essential changes. In the context of the position of young
people in relation to modern security risks, we should mention the valid docu-
ments that are oriented to this category of the population and which, among
other things, mention the issue of security culture:

1. National Strategy for Youth for the period 2015 - 2025 (“Official Gazette
of RS”, No. 22/2015) (hereinafter: the Strategy);

2. Law on Youth (“Official Gazette of RS”, No. 50/2011) (hereinafter: the
Law)

A special strategic-normative framework is represented by documents
whose basic orientation is upbringing and education of children and youth,
which also recognize the importance of improving the security culture, which
can be best achieved by introducing an appropriate curriculum. There are several
important documents which cover this area. At this point, they will only be listed
without going into the analysis of their content':

1. Strategy for the Development of Education in Serbia until 2020 (“Official
Gazette of RS”, No. 107/2012);

2. Action plan for the implementation of the Strategy for the Development of
Education in Serbia until 2020 (“Official Gazette of RS”, No. 107/2012);

3. Law on Fundamentals of Education and Upbringing (“Official Gazette of
RS”, No. 88/2017, 27/2018 - other laws, 10/2019 and 6/2020);

4. Law on Primary Education and Upbringing (“Official Gazette of RS”, No.
55/2013, 101/2017, 27/2018 - second law and 10/2019);

5. Law on Secondary Education and Upbringing (“Official Gazette of RS”,
No. 55/2013, 101/2017, 27/2018 - other law and 6/2020);

6. Rulebook on the National Framework of Education and Upbringing (“Offi-
cial Gazette of RS, No. 98/2017)

We will refer only to some solutions contained in the Law and the Strategy
that are important from the point of view of improving the position of young
people in the context of modern risks. We will start from the definition of basic
terms, so the Law defines young people or youth as persons from 15 to 30 years
of age (article 3, paragraph 1, item 1 of the Law). Certainly, the time frame
should be understood conditionally, considering the individual differences in
maturation and growing up. The importance of dealing with young people and
their development in every sense is emphasized by the Strategy, which views
them as the present and future of society, a resource of innovation and a driving
force for the development of society. In order to achieve this, continuous and
systematic investment in youth development is necessary and establishment of

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partnership between youth and the state in order to increase active participation
in society, encourage social integration and ensure youth involvement in youth
policy development (Strategy 2015, 1)

The Strategy defines some of the terms that are important for understand-
ing the issues addressed in this paper. In that sense, starting from the potential
dangers to which young people may be exposed, the Strategy speaks of security
challenges, risks and threats as a single phenomenon without making a seem-
ingly clear distinction in their meanings. Security challenges are more precisely
defined as causes or conditions that contribute to the development of certain
social phenomena, processes or creations, ie. a certain degree of probability of
occurring an event. Security risks are defined as specific threats with adverse
consequences, while security threats are a specific manifestation, phenomenon or
event that can produce consequences in the form of behavior or at least fear that
manifests itself in the object of threat (Strategy 2015, 69). As can be seen there is
an obvious inconsistency of terms used in explaining similar phenomena which
makes them difficult to understand.

On the other hand, the Strategy mentions the notion of youth security cul-
ture and defines it as the possession of knowledge, skills and abilities, adopted
attitudes and respect of security rules, which are manifested through certain
models of behavior. The Strategy points out the importance of developing a se-
curity culture of young people in order to adequately respond to security risks
and threats to which they are exposed in everyday life and to become the basic
and most important actor in protecting their own safety and vital values (Strategy
2015, 69).

Among many risks it stand out those that encourage violent behavior, ex-
tremism and intolerance towards different cultural models and values, affect the
growth of crime, lead to a worrying increase in drug and alcohol use, gambling,
fostering unsafe lifestyles in traffic, sports and other public manifestations, in
public space, disorientation in new, unexpected, “emergency” situations, and
similarily (Strategy 2015, 37).

Bearing in mind that systematic and continuous influence on the develop-
ment of youth security culture can be primarily achieved within the institutional
framework, the mentioned strategic-normative framework clearly indicates the
need to introduce a comprehensive and multidisciplinary approach in all areas of
social life dealing with youth. In that sense, it particularly stand out the impor-
tance of creating new programs with topics and contents that deal with those
security risks and threats to which young people are exposed, and which have
not been recognized as important enough and therefore not treated by institutions
that care for young people (Strategy 2015, 38).

In addition to the gender component, which the Strategy especially empha-
sizes and which must be more represented in the process of designing programs
aimed at improving the security culture of young people, there are other mo-
ments that must not be ignored, such as the fact that a number of young people
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are in the system of execution of criminal sanctions so it is necessary to include
them in the implementation of security culture promotion program. The stay of
young people in prison institutions in itself represents a risk from the point of
view of their involvement in new criminal activities. Prison institutions can be
understood as places where several phenomena meet: generational dimension,
rebellion against the system, creation of tightly connected groups and in connec-
tion with that the search for dignity that stems from adherence to group rules and
in the context of the mentioned (Islamic) radicalism crime a new understanding
of crime as a legitimate way of political struggle is developing (Roa 2017, 49).

However, perhaps the biggest problem that can be seen both in the theo-
retical and practical framework of dealing with youth security is the fact that the
most important institutions for the development of children and youth, families
and schools, sometimes do not achieve their basic task or provide safe haven.
This contradiction of expectations and reality is something that is difficult to
accept on the general social level, so the progress towards the demystification of
the problem ie reality are gradual and often insufficient.

In that sense, it is necessary to point out the important characteristics of
the public image of modern risks, which largely shapes the attitudes and directs
the behavior not only of ordinary citizens, who generally have no other way to
inform themselves, but also those who should formally deal with various secu-
rity risks are not immune to such influences.

Perception of contemporary security risks to which
young people are exposed

The premise of a proper understanding of the risks to which young people
are exposed is adequate and complete information about it. Although at first
glance it seems that in the time of developed mass media it is not a problem to
achieve such a goal, the fact is that the plurality of media or diversity of
information sources does not have to be a guarantee that somebody has good
information. On the other hand, numerous communication channels also
potentially increase the opportunities of learning about various security risks, but
at the same time increase the risk of spreading misinformation that affects
prejudice, misconceptions and misconceptions among young people and adults
who are also interested for youth security (parents, teachers...)

Consideration of the risk problem generally implies a distinction between
the objective prospects for the realization of the danger to which the specific risk
relates and the subjective perception that may deviate from that reality of risk to
a greater or lesser extent. Adults generally have a very poor understanding of
probability and focus on the worst possible outcome rather than what is most
likely (Svensen 2008, 61). Among young people, the opposite process can be
expected more often, ie to underestimate a risk and thus take certain steps that
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are not adequate from the point of view of proper risk management. In essence,
the irrationality of risk perception in a large part of the population is based pri-
marily on inadequate information (Bek 2011, 28).

The attitude of adults towards children is largely based on the emotional
moment, which affects the rational perception of the position of young people
and adequate risk analysis. This would specifically means that a strong emo-
tional reaction is triggered by almost any threat that can affect young people,
whether it comes from adults or other young people or it is about a situation
where young people are stereotypically perceived as someone out of control and
a threat to public order ( Stenson 2010, 182). Society's attitude towards young
people is mostly polarized. They are both folk demons and victims of these folk
demons (Jewkes 2004, 89). Youth can be understood both as a product and as a
source of risks in many moral panics®. They are located between childhood and
adulthood, so they are a problem for both social regulation and reproduction of
social order (Thompson 2003, 54).

A society torn between caring for young people and being burdened with
their “bad” behavior has the problem of adequately recognizing and confronting
the risks to which young people are actually exposed. Problems in risk percep-
tion generally involve both overemphasizing and underestimating certain haz-
ards or their potential sources. Persons or groups that are labeled as “risky” are
considered non-persons and they are excluded, stigmatized which then leads to a
distorted perception of danger by potentially vulnerable persons (Bek 2011, 34).
Numerous examples of such practices can be seen in media reporting and in the
effects of an appropriate media image.

In the context of “timeless”, always current risks, we will deal especially
with pedophilia as a threat that always causes great public attention and influ-
ence the expression of a emotional response that obscures the essence of the
problem and prevents an adequate response.

Perception of pedophilia

It can be said with certainty that pedophilia is a phenomenon in connection
with there is a large amount of mistakes and misconceptions. On the other hand,
the greatest attention of the general public, both professional and lay, is directed
towards acts that can be classified as pedophilia. It is a security risk to which
young people are exposed in different ways. This exposure can be manifest in
virtual space and then transfer to real frames or real situations, such as falsely
presenting a person as a minor or peer in order to gain trust to make illicit con-
tact with a young person in reality (Bryce 2010, 321) . On the other hand, the

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problem of pedophilia remains present in the real sphere, but often insufficiently
recognized. The improvement of the youth security culture must be aimed at
revealing the real mechanisms of the development or realization of various mani-
festations of pedophilia.

Essentially, pedophilia as a security risk can be viewed on two levels. The
first is the result of the mentioned changes in the sphere of information devel-
opment of society on a global level - the danger of pedophiles who seek their
victims through virtual communication, whereby further realization of criminal
activities takes place either in the same space or moves to real frames depending
on the specific intention of the perpetrator. This type of establishing contact be-
tween pedophiles and underage victims definitely has a modern character, al-
though it is generally not a new phenomenon, but the methodology of finding
victims has changed.

The second level of observation of pedophilia refers to the traditional way
of manifestation of this phenomenon - exclusively in the real world. It seems that
adults are still more concerned when it comes to this type of pedophilia, at least
more public attention is paid to this problem. However, in connection with this
aspect of pedophilia, it is necessary to stay on the analysis of the sources of dan-
ger, ie to deal with the question of who are the perpetrators of the criminal acts
that we classify as pedophilia.

The usual view of this issue in layman's thinking is reduced to complete
strangers, males, who are lurking for the opportunity to endanger a minor, most
often in some hidden places. Such an image is being built parallel in the media,
thanks to the emphasis of cases that fit such a description. Aware of the fact that
many phenomena are media-constructed, we should approach the analysis of the
risk of pedophilia in a way to reveals the mechanisms of that construction in
order to adequately understand and demystify the mentioned errors, misconcep-
tions and stereotypes.

The most significant misconception is belief that foreigners commit sexual
assaults to a much greater extent than people who victim knows (Craun and
Theriot 2009, 2057). This misconception is a common feature of both the per-
ception of sexual crimes committed by adults and the perception of acts of pedo-
philia. One should not talk lightly about the problem of sexual abuse of children,
but instead of rationally weighing the danger, paranoia prevailed. The very as-
sumption that abuse could have occurred is often seen by the public as confirma-
tion that it actualy occured (Svensen 2008, 60). Many analyzes show that the real
situation is significantly different and that the probability that a stranger will
abuse a child is extremely small, that in most cases it is done by people who are
known to children. Severe cases of child abuse committed by to a child an un-
known person greatly upset the public, but instead of exaggeration and sensa-
tionalism, parents should be calmed and fear controlled by working on educating
young people in order to strengthen their protection capacities against unknown
pedophiles.
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The question arises as to why the problem of pedophilia is misrepresented,
why the public has an inadequate perception, and especially why the statistical
data on the relative participation of sexual victimizations committed by persons
close to children is hidden. One probable reason for the existence of such mis-
perceptions is that they contribute to an increased sense of security and in this
sense the authors Weinstein and Klein suggest the term optimistic bias® to de-
scribe this reaction (Weinstein & Klein, 1996, cited in: Craun and Theriot 2009,
2058). Essentially, it is a feverish need to maintain the image of the family as a
safe haven that would be significantly disrupted by presenting such disturbing
information to the public. One should be aware that presenting such information
could be a double-edged sword. On the one hand, one cannot expect better suc-
cess in combating pedophilia and increasing people's awareness of the problem,
and finally improving the youth security culture in connection with that if things
are pushed under the rug, if complete and accurate data are not presented. On the
other hand, public analysis of real data could potentially trigger an undesirable
campaign against the family as an institution that is already experiencing a crisis
in a modern context. Unfortunately, we are witnesses of the fact that the public
debate on various phenomena is reduced to a simplified categorization of good
and bad, ie black-and-white observation of phenomena.

Every day the clear boundary between the physical world and digital, vir-
tual spaces becomes less visible. The appeal of digital spaces is growing with
each newly created form, and the real challenge is to find a balance between
activities in the physical world and activities in digital spaces. In terms of protec-
tion against the manipulative action of sexual predators on the Internet, it is
enough to adhere to a set of rules that apply in everyday life - to apply the same
principles of real offline life to online interactions as well, such as avoiding con-
versations with strangers, especially giving personal data that a predator can
misuse, interrupting communication in situations when it becomes unpleasant or
threatening, avoiding physical encounters with unverified and practically un-
known contacts from the Internet, seeking help from family, teachers or friends
in case of suspicious communication on the Internet, etc. (bjemajan u
@ununosuh 2021). Any thinking about ways to improve the safety culture of
young people cannot ignore the role of family and school in this process, which
is why it is important to avoid exaggerations it as much as possible in order to
preserve those resources that are necessary and to do what is possible to repair
the cracks in them

3 Optimistic bias is an underestimation of the probability that negative events will happen to
an individual, acts as a defense mechanism against fear of victimization and has been ob-
served in people's responses to various social problems, including situations where adoles-
cents underestimate their chances of being victims of peer violence (Craun & Theriot 2009,
2058).
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Conclusion

Although the conclusion about the universality and timelessness of many
security risks that affect young people can be derived to some extent, the inevi-
table development of society has brought changes in that sense as well. In addi-
tion to the traditional ones, there are a number of new security risks as well as
different modalities of manifestation of the existing ones. Some of them are in
the center of public interest and some are almost invisible, which is mostly not
related to the question of their significance, but are determined by the character-
istics of the dominant discourse about it. We live in the era of a risk society, we
are constantly reminded through the media of the presence of various risks, so
we have the impression that every step we take is a risk in itself. When it comes
to the youngest, the risks seem more dramatic and we get the impression that
over time it gets worse.

A brief overview of modern security risks tried to point out the various
sources of these risks and the importance of timely detection and response of all
actors involved in youth care. The big problem that affects the quality of the
measures that are taken with that goal is the wrong picture of the problem, the
distorted perception of the reality of the risk, which can bring even the best in-
tention into the question. Uncovering and accepting the truth should be the goal
as much as possible because that is how qualitative shifts are made in tackling
with problems.

Developing of youth security culture is not a simple job that comes down
only to the adoption and implementation of appropriate programs, it is necessary
to continuously monitor the effects of education and adapt to new circumstances.
In order to achieve that, it is necessary for all interested actors to act as partners
in that task and for everyone to have the interest of youth protection in the first
place. The fact is that the main role must belong to young people, given that they
come into direct contact with the mentioned risks and must be ready to with
challenges. We should not forget that mistakes inevitably go along with youth,
but with the right direction and development of awareness of the importance of
self-protection, the wrong steps correct and it is safer to reach maturity.
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
