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MIGRANT AS A WORLD CITIZEN:
(IM)POSSIBLE POLITICAL PERSPECTIVES

Summary: In one of its many forms, migrations are an intrinsic character-
istic of human civilization from its very beginnings until today, when they even
exceed the limits of the habitat of their subject. Even with the already established
laws of migration processes, it is very perilous to predict their outcome in an
increasingly complex and unpredictable modern world that requires a compre-
hensive approach, usually empirically unverifiable. One such outcome is the
model of a post-national global world whose World Government creates its ex-
traterritorial population in a virtual state, providing it with identity and rights in
reality.

Key words: Migrants, Global, National, Virtual State, World Government

In one of its many forms, migrations are an intrinsic characteristic of hu-
man civilization from its very beginnings until today, when they even exceed the
limits of the habitat of their subject. This fact alone indicates the problem of
studying this phenomenon. Adding that migrations are by definition always a
kind of movement, we may say that conclusion we reach at one point, not neces-
sarily valid at another point in the process we are studying. So, the forecast as a
prerequisite to mark something as a scientific fact it becomes almost impossible.
It is not a precedent in the social sciences, on the contrary. Therefore, it is rare
for scientists to predict and claim the outcome, which of course does not dimin-
ish the intention or importance of the world around us and in us being observed,
theorized, exposed to experiments, and thus postulate models that will only
prove correct or incorrect.
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One such model is the post-national global world with World Government
which creates its own extraterritorial population in a virtual state. With a firm
intention to avoid the just about esoteric and conspiratorial overtone of this fu-
turistic picture of the planet and social order (an overtone is inevitable thanks to
the shortage of empirical methods or verifiable information), we recall the birth
of national states in Europe. First of all, to point out that the process of creating
its own population by the state is not illogical and reversed, as it seems at first
glance. History already knows such cases. Even today, the far-sighted indicative
statement of Massimo d'Azeglio echoes We created Italy, now we have to create
Italians (Encyclopedia Britannica, “Massimo Taparelli, marquis d'Azeglio”).
And secondly, to remind that the nation is an imagined community, a political-
social construct. It is easy to follow the thought of nationalist theorists like
Benedict Anderson when he claims that a nation is an imagined community (No-
jman 2011). It supports not only the aforementioned “creation of Italians”, but
also the model we will postulate here.

In all its complexity and accumulated political-historical knowledge,
scholars still can observe creating states in a reduced way. That is, through the
practice of secession or self-determination. Today, the general view is that those
peoples and national groups who want to be independent by the government
deserve independence (Pavkovi¢ Aleksandar&Petar Radan 2008a). According to
current estimates from the World Migration Report for 2020, there are 272 mil-
lion international migrants globally, which is 3.5% of the world's population, 1
migrant per 30 inhabitants (IOM, 2020, World Migration Report, Geneva). We
are far from calling migrants a people or a national group, but such a large social
group is an irresistible target of omnipotent political engineering. As always in
crises, some see the problem with compassion, while others see a chance. The
dilemma of whether secession [we also add self-determination] should be
viewed as an exercise of political freedom or as a remedy for political or social
injustice suffered is not new (Pavkovi¢ Aleksandar&Petar Radan 2008b). In both
cases, migrants are suitable for possible constructions, even though their impres-
sive number does not automatically mean homogeneity and political action.
However, their common denominator certainly already exists as indisputable,
and that is transnationalism, which is, again, a kind of supranationalism (of
course, not in the sense of values).

However, although the common denominator is indisputable, that is the
transnational character of all types of migrants, among other counter-arguments
about united migrants as a sovereign political entity, is the absolute lack of the
promised land-the territory. More precisely, the stated number of 272 million
migrants spreads over the entire planet, and contrary to all global and globalist
and technological achievements, it is impossible to speak verbatim in the context
of traditional or modern notions of the border, sovereignty and population as of
the simultaneous subject and object to which the stated terms refer. Today, in
postmodern discourse, even this fact does not bother the model we postulate.
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Most likely, modern social thinkers would agree that defining the state using
only three categories is a mere reduction of the state (Moskovljevi¢, 2019, 62).
We may say that everything that does not consider the digitalization of every-
thing today is a reduced thought. As a result, the notion of a virtual state no
longer sounds Hollywood. Virtual social communities have long been a reality
and are antecedent, a pre-action to virtual rights. If some global digital mega-
lopolis managed to guarantee some (or at least one) rights to its inhabitants,
more precisely, its members, and outside the digital sphere, in real life, offers
and speculations would be politically irresistible, and a virtual global state would
be possible. Virtual currency can already be traded, paid for, bought; there are
exchanges, both whose value is increasing and those that are disappearing.

When it comes to global politics, the formation of political affiliation and
awareness can only result from the fact that everyone is equally affected by cer-
tain situations, not from the previous process of cultural identification (Majer,
2009a). We can certainly think of migrants as a social group that fits into this
statement. And not just about them. The global situation with the Cov19 virus
places us all in a similar category of potential political objects. Didn't the so-
called Covid passport even outgrow the state document in terms of significance?
You still have to travel to another country with a state document, but entry into
that country is not guaranteed only based on that document. It is due to the
document recommended, adopted, approved in various forms by the World
Health Organization and the pharmaceutical industry, while states only techni-
cally implement an idea that does not come from themselves. Thinking again
about the statement of Thomas Mayer, not from the perspective of a common
situation that forms political awareness, but from the perspective of identifica-
tion, we could say that in the case of Cov19 cultural identification is subsequent,
or even simultaneous with a political one. It could be a way for the process of
production of the global Other (othering), which is an intrinsic and inevitable
factor of statehood, to be completed, of course, in case there is strong enough
political power behind it, with unlimited resources and tools, at a favorable his-
torical moment and appropriate development degree of the entire human civiliza-
tion.

One can only speculate in what form this political power would be embod-
ied. At least with some dose of certainty, it could not be of a local or regional
character, but exclusively global, in some form of World Government. This idea
is ancient and provokes a wide range of emotions and attitudes: from complete
scorn to the increased mass appearances of conspiracy theorists. Nihil novi sub
sole. From the ancient empires, one can follow the idea of the Ecumenical world.
The known and only world outside of which there is only a non-world, a world
over which one should expand and rule over it. In Russian Cosmism, human
civilization, when the necessary spiritual and technical preconditions are ac-
quired is not divided by any specific social group, far from peoples or nations,
but as a single political entity of Earthlings moves to conquer other planets and
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dimensions. In Western thought, Immanuel Kant wrote about the citizen of the
world as a precondition for peace and progress, although disapproving of the
World Government, considering it too risky to turn into tyranny (Kant, 1795).
The organization and emergence of the United Nations after World War II, al-
though only an advisory body, was conceived as a World Government, primarily
with the aim of not repeating the still current or just-completed horrors. This
global idea, to some extent already embodied in megacorporations, which we
witness every day in any part of the world, unquestionably creates the opposite
effect, according to the logic quite intimate to culturologists. Namely, it stimu-
lates the local culture and popularizes the resistance and opposition of sover-
eignists and nationalists. One can say, without the slightest malice, that it is eas-
ier to be a nationalist, a sovereign, and an extremist according to those determi-
nations - at home. As we stated, 272 million migrants are not at home. No matter
how much they carry with them, and perhaps most of all culturally, that suitcase
full of identity, religion, nationalism, political attitudes, even language, wears
out over time, which opens space for new influences, for inevitable hybrid
forms, which migrants make it an ideal political construction governed by a
World Government.

Today, the cultural exchange is no longer international, but rather as a su-
pranational flow. It means that, due to various processes, such as globalization of
markets and information and increasing mobility of people, cultural messages,
meanings, and forms of expression (tastes, actions, ideas) intersect and change
channels that usually evade the logic of relationships between individual nation-
state (Fabijeti&Matera 2002). Judging by Thomas Mayer, there are also groups
that we can say are “at home”, such as Europeans who must also accept and
contribute to creating a World Order. Today, the political identity of citizens
must cover a wide range, it does not only refer to issues such as environmental
protection, world peace, and protection from terrorism and violence but also
applies to the global framework of political action in society as a whole and
worldwide (Majer 2009b).

Since birth and citizenship are a matter of pure chance, theorists such as
Joseph Carens and Peter Singer argue that the distribution of economic, social,
and political benefits across states is morally unjustified, human rights must take
precedence over the political demands of national autonomy, the rights of citi-
zens must be subordinated to the basic needs of foreigners and especially to the
human rights of migrants (Amstutz 2008a). A sovereign nation-state by defini-
tion, and especially by the premises on which it was created in the first place,
cannot presuppose those rights to those who are not We in that same country,
because that would be a kind of reverse alienation.

Although people have the right to emigrate, it does not mean that it is al-
ways possible, especially without life risks, and the right to immigrate to a cer-
tain country of their choice is not implied. Although the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights (Article 15.1) affirms the right to citizenship, this right does not
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allow a person to reside in the country of choice (Amstutz, 2008b). Such regula-
tion has its internal logic from the perspective of the modern and nationally or-
ganized world. However, we must not forget that this world is a construction, an
imaginary community, a political consensus in which democracy and sover-
eignty are increasingly in question, so the new World Order publicly discussed
in recent decades can also be imagined. After all, the idea of integrating migrants
into already existing societies and states has long been disputed (Delanty, 2000).
Instead of integration, it is always a matter of delayed transit. But that transition
is not only a movement in time and space but also a movement of identity.
Therefore, Zygmunt Bauman profoundly notes that the modern problem of iden-
tity consists in how to construct identity and preserve it as solidified and stable,
while the postmodern issue of identity primarily consists in how to avoid con-
solidation and keep openness to other options (Bauman, 1996). Migrants who
belong to the forced, involuntary migrations by the nature of things must main-
tain the mentioned openness. Economic migrants already belong more to the
neoliberal megacorporate post-national frame in which the only existence is
mercantile. In both cases, it is a matter of a political offer that they would even-
tually receive to become new citizens of the World, renouncing their inherited
identity.

Conclusion

Migration is a complex phenomenon that changes its reflection in how one
looks at it. Migrations are also the result of uncontrolled or unexpected social or
natural events in a two-way process, and migration can also be the cause of new
social phenomena and unpredictable political consequences to the extent that the
level of civilization that provides tools and conditions for new building construc-
tions of the image of the world. Captivity in the postmodern state, the informa-
tion age, in the pervasive digitalization, reconstructs the notions of national, sov-
ereign, state, territorial, in such a way and to such an extent that there are now
technical preconditions and tools for previously unimaginable political proc-
esses. If it is true that the possibility creates intent, we should not be surprised if
we witness or will witness the transformation of migrants into the first Citizens
of the World with political and legal status, under the authority and protection of
the World Government.
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
