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PREVENTION OF PLAGIARISM THROUGH
EDUCATION

Summary: Plagiarism is non-academic behavior and a gross violation of
academic integrity. Students, as members of the academic community, should
respect the principles of academic conduct. They should not engage in plagia-
rism, but condemn it. However, plagiarism is present, so it is necessary to con-
sider the causes of this phenomenon in order to prevent it. This paper presents
the results of a research, whose goal was to determine the degree of knowledge,
the need for education and the way of educating students about plagiarism and
the rules of academic writing. In order to understand the problem of plagiarism
and to prevent it, surveys of both students and teachers’ opinions were con-
ducted. The research showed that students are partially familiar with the concept
and types of plagiarism and academic writing, and that there is a need for them
to gain more knowledge or expand their knowledge on these topics. Two models
of student education were proposed: through a specific subject of academic writ-
ing or organizing various seminars, workshops, courses, or similar.

The term plagiarism refers to various phenomena in our everyday life.
Plagiarism can refer to imitating someone else's style, design or work, as well as
appropriating, attributing another author's work to oneself. In the legal domain,
in the field of copyright and other intellectual property rights, Serbian law does
not contain the term plagiarism, which means that the legislator has equally suc-
cessfully expressed himself normatively without its use. However, the law and
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bylaws in the field of science law, as well as regulations of higher education and
scientific institutions, most often rules and codes of professional ethics, do con-
tain the term plagiarism, where plagiarism is considered to be a gross violation
of academic integrity (Vodineli¢, 2015). According to the Code of Academic
Integrity, adopted by the University of Novi Sad, plagiarism is considered to be a
form of non-academic behavior and is defined as "presenting someone else's
work or ideas as one's own, in whole or in part, without citing original author-
ship or originals. Plagiarism is also the illegal appropriation of someone else's
intellectual property and scientific research results and their presentation as one's
own.” (University of Novi Sad 2019, 4).

Forms of plagiarism

For preventing and recognizing plagiarism, it is necessary to understand all
of its forms. Appropriation of someone else's intellectual property can be done in
different ways. According to the Code of Academic Integrity mentioned earlier,
there are following forms of plagiarism: literal copying or paraphrasing of the
text, without stating the name of the author and the source of the text and with-
out clearly marking the copied or paraphrased part; imprecise citation in order to
mislead the reader about the authorship of the cited part; and "any other presen-
tation of other people's ideas and works as one's own.” (University of Novi Sad
2019, 5). Ways of presenting other people's ideas or works as one's own are not
always easy to recognize, so it is important to point them out. A guide for recog-
nizing different forms of plagiarism intended for students, teachers, and scien-
tists, The Plagiarism Spectrum (2012) identifies ten forms of plagiarism:

1. CLONE - submitting another’s work, word-for-word, as one’s own;

2. CTRL1+C — using significant portions of text from a single source without
alterations;

3. FIND-REPLACE - changing key words and phrases while retaining the es-
sential content of the source;

4. REMIX - paraphrasing from multiple sources, made to fit together;

5. RECYCLE - borrows generously from the writer’s previous work without
citation;

6. HYBRID — combines perfectly cited sources with copied paragraphs with-
out citation;

7. MASHUP - mixes copied material from multiple sources;

8. 404 ERROR - includes citations to non-existent or inaccurate information
about sources;

9. AGGREGATOR - includes proper citation to sources but the paper con-
tains almost no original work;

10. RE-TWEET - includes proper citation, but relies too closely on the text’s
original wording and/or structure.
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Students and plagiarism

The reasons for plagiarism among students are discussed in many papers.
In his work, Park (Park, 2003) sums up the views of several authors:

1. True lack of understanding - unintentional plagiarism, when students are
not familiar with proper citation, paraphrasing, and referencing, and when
they do not understand the meaning of the expression ‘common knowledge’
and ‘in your own words’;

2. Efficiency gain - resorting to plagiarism in order to obtain a higher grade
with less effort; 3. Time management - resorting to plagiarism to save time;

4. Personal values/attitudes - the attitude that plagiarism is acceptable;

5. Defiance - plagiarism as a way of showing resistance to authorities, or re-
sistance to a specific task, if the student does not consider it important or
challenging;

6. Students’ attitude towards teachers and class - plagiarism as an expression
of resistance towards a teacher who, in students' opinion, assigned an unim-
portant task or does not try to read and review their works carefully;

7. Denial or neutralization - denying one's own dishonest behavior or justify-
ing it by shifting the blame to others;

8. Temptation and opportunity - succumbing to temptation because the infor-
mation is easily accessible and copying is simple and fast;

9. Lack of deterrence - student’s view that the benefits of plagiarism outweigh
the risks, especially if the chance of getting caught, or the potential sanc-
tions, seem small or non-existent.

Basic activities for preventing plagiarism in higher education institutions
are educating students, teaching them how to understand the concept of plagia-
rism and how to recognize and avoid it, as well as education on standards and
principles of academic writing in general, adoption of academic codes of ethics
and use of various software tools for recognizing plagiarism. It is not enough to
detect different cases of plagiarism and sanction them. It is necessary to invest
more effort in education and prevention. Education of students on academic eth-
ics, prevention of plagiarism, and academic writing, can be done through sub-
jects or by organizing various seminars, workshops, courses, or similar.

Academic writing skills at higher education institutions in Serbia are
taught only in a few departments and study programs. Additionally, this educa-
tion is not conducted in a planned and coordinated manner. Researching aca-
demic writing as a subject at the University of Belgrade, Prnjat (2018) states that
only eight departments, out of a total of thirty-one, have academic writing as a
subject in their curricula. Academic writing subjects do not have matching con-
tents at the university level and are generally not adapted to the study profile. In
addition, as a subject, academic writing is more often represented in master's
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academic studies than in undergraduate studies, even though students write
seminar papers already in the first year of undergraduate studies.

Holding seminars, courses, or workshops to acquaint students with the
concept and prevention of plagiarism, and strengthening academic integrity, is
also a form of student education. They must be well-organized and well-
designed to give satisfactory results, given that they are held during a relatively
short period. A well-conceived and organized two-hour workshop at UCL (Uni-
versity College London) showed excellent results and a significant reduction in
confirmed cases of plagiarism after its maintenance. During the workshop, stu-
dents learned how to understand plagiarism as a phenomenon and its conse-
quences. They also practiced how to avoid it (Brown & Janseen, 2017).

Research methodology

The aim of this research was to assess how much students of the Univer-
sity of Novi Sad know about plagiarism and academic writing, as well as to de-
termine what views students and teachers have about education on these topics.

The University of Novi Sad consists of 14 faculties: Faculty of Philoso-
phy, Faculty of Agriculture, Faculty of Law, Faculty of Technology, Faculty of
Economics in Subotica, Faculty of Technical Sciences, Faculty of Medicine,
Faculty of Sciences, Academy of Arts, Faculty of Civil Engineering in Subotica,
Technical Faculty “Mihajlo Pupin” in Zrenjanin, Faculty of Sports and Physical
Education, Faculty of Education in Sombor and the of Hungarian Language
Teacher Training Faculty in Subotica. At the University of Novi Sad (hereinaf-
ter, the University), like at the University of Belgrade, only some study programs
contain a subject that offers knowledge and skills in the academic writing field.
Consequently, students who do not have the opportunity to listen to and take
such courses remain deprived, and the question arises as to how they can gain
the knowledge needed to write their seminars, graduate, and master's theses. It is
necessary to analyze the attitudes of University students and teachers if we want
to understand and faster solve the problem of plagiarism.

The data collection technique used in the research' was a survey. Two sur-
veys were designed, one for students, and one for teachers. Responses were ob-
tained from 394 students and 253 teachers.

The teacher survey contained ten questions. The initial questions were
about teachers’ opinion on whether students are familiar with the concept of
plagiarism and citation rules, as well as how they themselves educate students
about it. The following questions regarded the fact that academic writing is usu-

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ally taught only in master studies, and subsequently, teachers were asked for
their opinion on the best ways to educate students (either by introducing a sepa-
rate subject, or by organizing a single lecture at the beginning of studies). This
was followed by questions in which teachers presented their experiences on the
number of plagiarized works received and expressed their views on the reasons
why students plagiarize. The final questions were about plagiarism detection
software tools: whether teachers considered them necessary, whether they used
them themselves, and whether they considered them effective.

The student survey consisted of thirteen questions. At the beginning, the
students were asked whether their teachers, prior to writing a paper, explain the
rules of academic writing. Next was a group of questions about students’ under-
standing of basic concepts: plagiarism, citation styles, self-plagiarism, writing a
paper on behalf of another person. After that, the students were asked about their
own need to be educated, and which kind of education they would consider the
best. The students answered whether they had a subject on academic writing and
if yes, in which year of their study. Lastly, there was a set of questions about the
students' experience when it comes to the submission of plagiarized works by
their colleagues, the frequency of such events and their possible sanctioning.

Research results and discussions

When asked if they think that students are familiar with the concept of
plagiarism and rules of citation, 16.2% of teachers answered negatively, while
64.4% of teachers think that students are partially familiar with these. The stu-
dents' answers confirm the opinion of the teachers: 11.4% of students think that
they are not familiar with the concept of plagiarism and rules of citation, and
45.2% that they are partially familiar with these. As many as 44.4% of students
have never heard of Chicago, APA, or any other style of citation. We can con-
clude that most students, at best, are only partially familiar with basic concepts
such as plagiarism and citation rules, and that they need education on this topic.

The majority of teachers (98.8%) stated that they explain to their students
the rules of academic writing and citing sources when writing a seminar paper,
graduate and master's theses. 71.8% of students confirm this (16.8% have not
had an opportunity to write such papers). When asked about the way they edu-
cate students about writing papers, teachers were able to choose between multi-
ple answers, but also add comments. Out of the total number of answers, in
60.1% of cases the answer was “I give students short instructions on writing
seminar and other papers”, in 27.4% “I refer them to various sources on aca-
demic writing”, while only 4.71% of teachers chose the answer “I teach a subject
in which they learn the skills of academic writing”. Among the added comments
were: “I inform them in writing that plagiarism is punishable”, “There is an in-
struction for writing a master's thesis”, “I give students detailed instructions”.
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We notice a certain collision in the answers - almost all teachers make an effort
to give students instructions on correct citation, and yet 44.4% of students state
that they have never heard of any style of citation. Brief instructions and refer-
ring students to sources on academic writing is the best that teachers can provide
to students at the moment (unless they teach a subject on academic writing) and
it is obvious that this is not enough. This confirms the need for additional educa-
tion of students. This conclusion is confirmed by the students themselves: 87.8%
of students believe that they need education (15.2% state that they know nothing
about academic writing and plagiarism, while 72.6% have some knowledge, but
need to expand it).

When it comes to the types of plagiarism, students were asked about the
three types of plagiarism that they are most likely to encounter during studies.
85.8% of students recognized that using someone else's text without citing is
plagiarism. Only 28.2% of students recognized self-plagiarism, the use of their
own previously published text, as a form of plagiarism (32.2% answered that this
was not plagiarism, and 39.6% said they did not know), and we conclude that
this form of plagiarism is rather unknown or unclear to students. The third type
of plagiarism, the so-called Ghostwriter plagiarism, where the signed person is
not the author of the text, was recognized by 63.5% of students. We conclude
that students are partially familiar with different types of plagiarism.

Although both teachers and students agreed that students needed educa-
tion, there were different opinions on how best to provide it. 52.8% of students
and 38.7% of teachers think that one lecture at the beginning of studies is
enough, while 41.4% of students and 56.5% of teachers think that academic writ-
ing should be introduced as a subject. The majority of surveyed teachers agree
that education about plagiarism and academic writing should be provided during
undergraduate rather than master studies (88.54%). The authors of this research
agree with the opinion of most teachers that a subject on academic writing is
necessary in undergraduate studies and that one lecture on that topic is not
enough. However, even that option is better than encountering this topic for the
first time during master's studies.. As we do not have information about the year
of study of the surveyed students, there could be different reasons as to why
67.5% of students replied that they did not have a subject on academic writing at
the time of the survey: students could have been in the initial years of study;
academic writing is an elective subject in their study program and they did not
choose it; or, there is no such subject in their study program. In any case, we
come to the conclusion that academic writing should be offered in the first year
of undergraduate studies. Additionally, in order for all students to have the op-
portunity to acquire the necessary knowledge and skills, academic writing should
be a compulsory subject.

In the last year, 51.38% of teachers did not receive any plagiarized papers,
while 32.8% of them received one or two plagiarized papers, and 15.80% re-
ceived three or more. The authors of this research note that almost half (48.6%)
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of teachers received at least one plagiarized work in the last year. On the other
hand, the vast majority of students (77.9%) stated that they had no knowledge
about their fellow students submitting plagiarized work. Therefore, when asked
about the number of submitted plagiarized papers that they know about, 66.8%
of students gave the answer “zero”. However, the total number of submitted pla-
giarisms is not small, because 33.2% of students know about at least one. The
authors of this paper find it worrying that 14.6% of students (58 of them) know
about more than four plagiarized papers (which makes more than 290 plagia-
risms). 15% of students who answered that they know about a plagiarized paper,
do not know if it was sanctioned, while 9.4% of students have knowledge of
some sanctions by professors.

Teachers answered about the reasons why students engage in plagiarism
by choosing multiple answers, or they were allowed to freely add answers.
Among the offered answers, the following answers were chosen most frequently:
students were not sufficiently motivated (36.74%), students were not familiar
with the rules of citation (26.5%), or it was panic due to poor organization of
time (22%). This is in accordance with the most common reasons for plagiarism
that are stated in the literature. In a very small percentage, the answers were that
the topic of the paper is too complicated or difficult to draft (7%) and that stu-
dents have a short deadline to submit the paper (2.40%). Among the added an-
swers, there were: “lack of literature in the Serbian language”, “laziness”, “it is
easier to rewrite because it often goes unpunished”, “moral principles are not
talked about (generally in society)”, “disinterested mentors”, “fear of critical
thinking and not trusting one's own judgment”.

Most teachers (77.9%) agree that all student papers should be checked us-
ing a plagiarism detection program. Only 26% of teachers use some of the free
plagiarism detection software tools, while 28.9% do not use these tools but in-
tend to do so. Teachers in most cases (73.5%) agree that the use of plagiarism
detection software would lead to a reduction in the number of plagiarized works.

Conclusion

This paper presents and analyzes the results of research aimed at examin-
ing the degree of knowledge, the need for education and ways of educating stu-
dents at the University of Novi Sad on plagiarism and rules of academic writing.
The research was conducted by surveying both students and teachers in order to
understand the problem of plagiarism from both sides, with the aim of prevent-
ing it.

The survey showed that students are partially familiar with the concept and
types of plagiarism, the rules of citing literature and academic writing in general.
The vast majority of students expressed the need to acquire or expand knowl-
edge on these topics. Although teachers generally give them instructions when
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writing seminar papers, graduate and master’ theses, it has been shown that these
instructions are insufficient and that students need specific education about this,
either through a subject of academic writing or a single lecture (outside the cur-
riculum) at the beginning of studies. Currently, students have the opportunity to
learn about the rules of academic writing only within certain study programs,
mostly during master’ academic studies.

The key reasons for students to engage in plagiarism, according to teach-
ers, are lack of motivation, ignorance of the rules of academic writing and lack
of time due to poor organization. Almost half of the teachers received one or
more plagiarized papers during the past year, while three quarters of the students
stated that they had no knowledge of their colleagues submitting a plagiarized
paper. The vast majority of teachers believe that all student papers should be
checked using plagiarism detection programs and that this would lead to a reduc-
tion in the number of plagiarized papers. However, less than a third of teachers
surveyed use some of the free plagiarism detection software tools.

Preventing plagiarism is of utmost importance to the academic commu-
nity, as each plagiarized paper constitutes a gross violation of academic integrity
as a fundamental ethical value of our community. Educating students about the
meaning, causes and consequences of plagiarism is the most important form of
its prevention.
