SECURITY CULTURE AS

A FUNDAMENTAL HUMAN NEED

Summary: Modern society exists in conditions of evident contradictions
and complex problems. In addition to chronic poverty, ethnic violence, regional
war conflicts, the expansion of terrorism and organized crime, we have long
faced climate change and environmental degradation. The destruction of ecosys-
tems has become a kind of crisis multiplier, which has deep implications for
international peace and stability. In the age of scientific and technological pros-
perity in the search for answers to old and new security threats, we are also fac-
ing a latent moral stumbling on a global level, which is reflected in the phe-
nomenon of “alienation of man from man”, which is the cause of many evils.
Addiction diseases, where drug addiction, smoking and alcoholism predominate,
dominate among the young population and develop serious diseases with fatal
outcomes. It is known that many important aspects of human development also
relate to the security of people, who naturally strive for “freedom from fear and
freedom from poverty.” Therefore, building and maintaining a security culture,
on the one hand, is not a simple process, and on the other hand, it is like any
other process that people manage and which involves continuous activities,
planning, control and audit. The sentence, “what kind of security culture you
have, such is the character of your society”, has gained real meaning in the cur-
rent time.

Introduction

Science and technology as an important dimension of quality of life today
are making revolutionary progress. Electronic media, general computerization,
mobile telephony, music, traffic and many other technical benefits, are becoming
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more and more dominant with the development of civilization. Along with inno-
vative solutions in the context of better living conditions, as a side effect, the
destructive phenomenon of “alienation of man from man” began to accumulate,
which is nurtured and received in man of the “new age” by directing and forcing
him to treat other people. does not relate as to personalities. Man, in fact, became
a threat to himself, because he began to take on the characteristics of ferocity.
The ferocity of people is their mutual alienation when they are alienated from
each other like beasts, like animals. The words spoken by Otto Christian Astrup
Bastiansen (Norwegian physicist and chemist, for a time also Rector of the Uni-
versity of Oslo) “Humanity has now, for the first time, come up with the techni-
cal means to commit suicide” have begun to take on real meaning.

It is obvious that threats to human security in modern conditions can no
longer be solved through conventional mechanisms. Instead, a comprehensive
approach is needed that uses a wide range of new opportunities to combat such
threats in an integrated way. Human security implies the protection of funda-
mental freedoms that reflect the essence of human existence and realization in a
global world full of contradictions. Today, it encompasses much more than an
approach to protecting people from violence and crime. Human safety can be
treated, e.g. and from the aspect of economy, foodstuffs, environment, air and
drinking water quality, education, accommodation, social exclusion or health
insurance, etc. Human security is such a flexible concept that it can be adapted to
different contexts and different circumstances of life and work of modern man.

Raising collective awareness that understanding and then building / im-
proving a security culture in society is a crucial factor in individual and collec-
tive prosperity is likely to lead to individuals being more encouraged and able to
achieve their primary goals and maintain a high level of satisfaction of existen-
tial needs. Namely, basic (everyday) human needs: breathing, water, food,
clothes and shoes, housing, etc., are misplaced without human security in a given
environment.

Finally, a review of the literature suggests that there is no generally ac-
cepted, practical definition of security culture. In general, there is no verified
model for measuring safety culture that can be used outside narrow domains (ie.
energy safety, nuclear safety...). At the same time, some aspects of security cul-
ture have evolved as a logical response to the transnational security challenges
and threats facing humanity. They are manifested in security practices and poli-
cies, the level of compliance and understanding of these practices on a national
and supranational scale.

Motivation to redefine security in the hierarchy of human needs

Throughout history, human needs have been a powerful source of explana-
tion for human behavior and social interaction. All individuals have a need to
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satisfy their urges, which essentially go beyond just the need for food, water, and
“shelter.” That is why social systems, which did not respond and meet individual
needs, have always been the subject of instability and coercion to change, very
often by force. Throughout history, in the hierarchy of needs, security has been
constantly imposed on the human race as a primary human need, recognized as a
guarantee of existence and progress. Today, too, security and safety with the rule
of law are priorities for citizens around the world. At the same time, security and
safety have a new dimension because they are viewed in a much more compre-
hensive and thoughtful context. At the same time, the global community is in-
creasingly vulnerable, vulnerable, and vulnerable to various challenges, risks,
threats, despite the fact that institutional frameworks and mechanisms for im-
proving security have never been more powerful (bjenajamr 2019). An interesting
and instructive theory of the hierarchy of human needs was put forward by
Abraham Maslow (April 1, 1908 - June 8, 1970), who was a prominent Ameri-
can psychologist and thinker. As a major advocate of humanistic psychology, he
developed a theory related to the hierarchy of human needs. He classified human
needs into groups and set up a clear hierarchy between those groups, emphasiz-
ing that lower levels of needs must be met before the needs of higher levels can
be activated.

Maslow's hierarchy of human needs encompasses five groups of needs:
physiological needs, security needs, belonging needs, respect needs, and self-
fulfillment needs. They are presented in the form of a pyramid, classified into
five levels, where each group represents one level. Physiological needs are: need
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for food, water, air, sleep, sex; security needs: insecurity of life, permanent job,
security of family, health, property; needs for belonging: friendship, family, sex-
ual intimacy; the need for respect: self-esteem, success, respect for others, rec-
ognition of one's own successes; and the need for self-realization: morality, crea-
tivity, spontaneity, problem solving, lack of prejudice, acceptance of facts.

Needs from higher levels in the hierarchy can appear in the consciousness
of an individual only when the needs from lower levels are met. So, if the
physiological needs that are vital for human survival are not met, the individual
will not strive for higher needs, such as the needs for security, love, respect and
the like. Only when the physiological needs are satisfied, a person strives to ful-
fill the next needs, and that is the need for security. However, if it cannot be
achieved, abnormal changes in behavior occur, such as neuroses and psychoses.
Failure to meet the needs for belonging and love leads to social maladaptation
and pathological forms of behavior, while failing to meet the need to respect
leads towards feelings of incompetence, inadequacy, weakness, maladaptation,
and feelings of inferiority and helplessness (Istrazi me, n.d). The need for self-
actualization that only a small number of people can reach is at the peak of per-
sonality development. Maslow's research led to 15 characteristics of actualized
persons in a wide range, looking at an individual driven by higher needs such as
creativity, knowledge, aesthetics and well-being in the world.

The need for safety and security is one of the first needs, in addition to
physiological ones, which appeared in humans. So, from the first types of or-
ganization, meaning from the original community we can follow the evolution of
security as a human need. It is clear that security as a human need has changed
throughout history. It primarily concerned the absence of fear and the presence
of security. The security threats at the time referred to physical threats and vari-
ous threats that came during war operations. Thus, the original notion of security
referred to the absence of physical threats and a sense of security for physical
integrity. Somewhat later, security as a human need, in addition to physical secu-
rity, extended its scope to the prohibition of discrimination, respect for equality
and social justice, as well as respect for human rights. In this sense, the under-
standing of human security is based on respect for the personal rights and free-
doms of each individual ([parojmosuh u heparauh 2015). The meaning of such
an approach is based on the fact that the latent feeling of insecurity, instability
and injustice, among poor people and especially vulnerable social groups, initi-
ated by crime, violence, conflicts, leads to intense and prolonged emotional reac-
tions, which automatically puts in a “subordinate” position , for example, the
need for sleep, food, sex, etc.

Threats to human security can exist at all levels of development. Some ap-
pear slowly and quietly, while others appear suddenly and dramatically. The
ideal and civilizational value that people have “the right to live in freedom and
dignity, to enjoy all their rights and to fully develop their human potential” re-
quires a comprehensive approach to contemporary threats to human security,
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which are taking on alarming proportions. Poverty, unemployment, economic
insecurity, lack of quality water and food, deadly infectious diseases, lack of
access to basic health care, environmental degradation, natural disasters, vio-
lence, crime, terrorism, interethnic, religious and other tensions, political repres-
sion, human rights violations, etc., are some of the major threats to human secu-
rity. Many of these threats are connected by a “domino effect” system, so that
one threat “feeds” and encourages another. This instructs us that this interde-
pendence has important implications for policy-making in this domain, as it im-
plies that one cannot seek partial responses to these threats. Instead, human secu-
rity requires comprehensive approaches that emphasize the need for cooperative
and multisectoral responses (bjenajar; 2017a). The current pandemic of the dis-
ease COVID-19, caused by the new human coronavirus SARS-Cov-2, is in many
respects an unprecedented event in recent human history. Affecting almost all
countries of the world to a greater or lesser extent, and provoking strong restric-
tive reactions in many countries, this current pandemic represents perhaps the
greatest social challenge of this generation, and threatens to permanently change
life as we know it (Bjelajac and Filipovi¢ 2020c). This challenge is reflected in
all factors of society, some of which have a more important role than others. In
short, we must first preserve the health of citizens from infectious diseases, then
preserve health systems from severe shocks, preserve the economy, society as a
whole, and then preserve the mental health and quality of life of each individual,
both during a pandemic and after the pandemic ends (®unumnosuh u bjenajai
2020). In the given context, the motivation to redefine security in the hierarchy
of human needs has never been more necessary and higher. All the more so, be-
cause satisfying the basic physiological needs for food, water, and air is most
closely related to the state of the environment and ensuring that it is healthy.
Living and working environment permanently affects our health, in noticeable
and inconspicuous ways. According to relevant estimates, polluted air alone kills
seven million people a year worldwide. Numerous malignant and non-malignant
diseases are undoubtedly caused by environmental influences. Namely, envi-
ronmental risks have increased dramatically in recent decades, due to the produc-
tion, processing, distribution, use and disposal of toxic chemicals and radioactive
substances, which represent a harmful and unreasonable hazard for our health
and our environment. It follows from the above that environmental safety is an
essential part of the safety culture of citizens, and it must be oriented towards
prevention with a tendency to introduce a double focus related to protection and
empowerment.

It is evident that the need for security and safety is an essential need,
which is a precondition for the creation of peaceful and stable societies. As can
be seen from the previous, this need is complex, it is caused by multiple factors
and the interconnectedness of several different factors conditions it. If individu-
als or groups of people are not protected, both physically, materially and psycho-
logically, if their basic human rights are violated and they live with a feeling of
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fear and uncertainty, then we cannot talk about their ability to lead a life of ac-
ceptable quality, which is worthy of modern man (Bjelajac 2017b, 71). All peo-
ple are born in the same way and in that way, at the beginning, they get a funda-
mental and inviolable right to life and its preservation. Being reasonable is a
special human quality, which drives them to deprive themselves of everything
they have in the interest of maintaining their own lives and the lives of their
loved ones in case of endangerment and helplessness faced with some force,
which represents a real danger to their existence. From the physiological aspect,
the feeling of fear in a human individual induces panic in the hypothalamus,
which then performs a general mobilization of the organism, which includes
pronounced changes in the endocrine system (bjemajamr 2019). As a result, the
reaction of the organism is predictable: either it will make the individual ready
for the impending danger, or it will induce a complete blockade in the same. The
above supports the fact that the inability to enjoy the security and safety, in a
way, makes meaningless and irrelevant human primary physiological needs,
described in the hierarchy of human needs.

The concept and relevance of security culture

The importance of raising individual and national awareness in the context
of understanding security problems and implementing a security culture must
always be thoughtfully discussed and purposeful solutions made. A well-created
and strengthened security culture should become not only a way of thinking, but
also a pattern of living and working skills. An individual who understands its
place in the hierarchy of human needs, at the same time builds mechanisms of
personal and collective protection. On the other hand, a security culture that is
“absent” and non-integrated into our life streams will alleviate insecurities and
ultimately lead to numerous security vulnerabilities, incidents or accidents. At
the same time, the impossibility of defining such a great initiative (security cul-
ture) leads to different discourses. This lack of a universal and harmonized defi-
nition, ie established interpretations of security culture, introduces a number of
challenges for capacity building and maintenance of this phenomenon. It should
be determined in a way that will be meaningful, acceptable and accessible, and at
the same time easy to measure, manage and empower.

Considerations about culture start from the fact that human society is
based on a biological status that man has harmonized with other living and non-
living biological systems for thousands of years. In order to survive, man had to
first biologically adapt to nature, and only then, secondarily, to become a “cul-
tural being”. However, this “new culture of living”, which is often contrary to
nature, must constantly reproduce, maintain and prolong itself (survival, growth,
development). At the core of this new culture of living, there is a growing satis-
faction of needs that often exceed biological needs, and which are of such inten-
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sity as to cause the destruction of the biological systems that surround man. So,
culture is always connected with some usefulness for a person, whether to make
his life easier, whether to have fun, or to acquire what he objectively does not
even need for life. It follows from the above that culture is not only the domain
of consciousness and spirit, but it shapes and directs the everyday life and work
of people, it is manifested in their feelings, habits and beliefs, whether they are
personal or group (Staji¢ 2014). Another aspect of human culture as a spiritual
being should not be neglected, and that is tradition. Cultural tradition is passed
from person to person and from generation to generation with the help of educa-
tion. Therefore, “culture is an integral whole consisting of tools and consum-
ables, constitutional statutes of various social groups, human ideas and skills,
beliefs and customs.” Thus, “culture is the one that should enable man to master
the natural environment, put it in the service of his needs and thus ensure the
survival, reproduction and prolongation of his biological species (CtanapeBuh
2012)”. In contrast, according to some scientific knowledge, the human brain has
a well-established ability to respect the matrix of power (power is generally de-
fined as the ability to make decisions or as the ability to exercise one's will or as
the ability to control the behavior of others). it should be without elements of
coercion. Why is this important to us? By developing the ability for culture, and
more specifically, security culture, to become part of the basic system of func-
tioning of the human mind, human beings rise to a higher level of consciousness.
This is an important background for understanding the security culture and,
above all, social perception.

From a modern point of view, security culture refers to the way in which
certain ideas about the security order and structure develop, as well as what we
have noticed is a danger to our lives or a threat to our values, and at the same
time our most obvious defense against them. Security culture participates in
shaping what is precious to us. It regulates our moral, economic and political
priorities. It also sets limits and possibilities for declaring what is important,
valuable or not valuable, what deserves protection or not (Ctanapesuh 2012).
Security culture is also described as a part of general culture that includes “a set
of knowledge in the field of security (basic values and achievements that are the
object of attack and protection, methods and forms, as well as carriers of threats)
that make individuals, environments and society more able to recognize meth-
ods, forms and actions of endangerment, as well as the bearers of those activi-
ties, regardless of where and how they manifest themselves (Pordevi¢ 1986,
23)”. According to Ljubomir Staji¢, security culture is: a set of adopted attitudes,
knowledge, skills and rules in the field of security, expressed as behavior and
process, on the need, ways and means of protection of personal, social and inter-
national values from all forms and bearers of threats, regardless the place or time
of their manifestation (Staji¢ 2011, 59). Some authors have discussed how im-
portant a safety culture is because it “forms the context in which an individual's
security attitudes are developed and maintained and various security behaviors
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are promoted” (Mearns et al 2003). So what is a security culture? It is a culture
in which individuals know their rights and rules of conduct. Thus, they recognize
what kind of behavior endangers security, while expressing their readiness to
educate and warn those people who, out of ignorance, forgetfulness, or personal
weakness, take part in insecure behavior. This preventive awareness becomes a
“culture”, when the community as a whole condemns behaviors that endanger
security, as socially and morally unacceptable (Animal Liberation Front 2000).
The framework of security culture as an idea, custom and social behavior of a
certain people and / or society ensures that individuals are free from dangers or
threats. In fact, this definition is useful for practitioners to understand the
broader concept of security culture.

Security culture is above all a form of etiquette, where people should be
taught ways to avoid unnecessary misunderstandings and potentially dangerous
conflicts. Security problems should never be an excuse for feeling inferior to
people who do not have a built-in awareness of social responsibility. For those
who violate the security culture of their communities, mechanisms of interde-
pendence and collectivity should be built and activated, ie expectations that they
themselves understand the importance and essence of security, which must be
above activist decency. They should certainly be allowed to absorb constructive
criticism in an adequate way, so as not to endanger others by their actions or
inactions. Security culture must by no means be viewed as institutionalized
paranoia, because such views are counterproductive. It was created to help over-
come difficulties in predicting human behavior, by “reducing risk in advance
(Bjelajac 2017b, 443)”. In order for a security culture to be effective, the gap in
the relationship between the obvious disconnect between the perceived and the
real significance of the security culture must be bridged, but also the understand-
ing of what the phenomenon itself encompasses. Only with shared understanding
can we have the opportunity to lead fruitful informative discussions on how to
improve and transform security culture to the required levels. By creating such a
universal understanding, societies around the world will be able to learn from
each other, to measure each other's achievements, in order to build a strong hu-
man firewall based on good practices and policies.

An effective safety culture, above all, should help all people feel more re-
laxed and confident in everyday life. When individuals are freed from fear, from
chronic threats, such as hunger, disease, scarcity, and protected from unexpected
and stressful situations, they are happy, strong and positive. If due attention is
paid to them, they can become the strongest link or even the most basic element
of the security system, in order to promote a positive security culture. Security
culture is crucial for the survival of man and society and as such must be embed-
ded in the education system, especially since the forms of endangering human
security are abundant, and security culture must capture a connection with secu-
rity challenges, risks and threats that never surround the whole society.
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Finally, for the sake of clarity, the terms security awareness and security
culture should not be equated. Security awareness is a state of knowledge about
certain risks, and security culture is a much broader concept that includes,
among other things, security awareness as an important constituent. Security
culture consists of some other key dimensions such as knowledge, attitudes, be-
havior, respect for norms, communication, responsibilities, etc. It includes a set
of norms, beliefs, values, attitudes, and assumptions, represented through our
decisions, behaviors, speech, and thinking.

The necessity of introducing a security culture in
the educational systems of modern society

There is no doubt that knowledge and education are the preconditions for
the prosperity of any society. An educated and appropriately directed individual
is prepared to accept various creative roles in society and the responsibilities that
arise from them. Given that current social flows are dynamic, very often unpre-
dictable, it conditions individuals to improve to acquire new knowledge and
skills continuously. Therefore, educational institutions must make effective, ex-
peditious transformations into much broader learning concepts even beyond in-
stitutional frameworks.

The development of science and technology in modern society signifi-
cantly changes the concept and role of education. Modern education means func-
tional literacy and encyclopedic knowledge, socialization, and the development
of creative potentials of individuals, their abilities and ambitions, and the acqui-
sition of practical and applicable knowledge. Knowledge is found in all seg-
ments of modern society, because work and business activities in this society
require educated and complete people. Thus, through the process of education,
individuals are trained for professional and other roles. Knowledge is treated as a
basic resource of economic and any other development. It is inextricably linked
to education. As a direct result of science and scientific research, knowledge
drives and directs all social flows and raises society's overall level of develop-
ment because it produces innovations and new information. It is constantly
changing and advancing (Sijakovi¢ i Vili¢ 2013, 305-306). That is why educa-
tion cannot be limited to formal schooling, but must take place throughout life.
In order to keep up with the rapid changes in society, it is necessary to constantly
adopt new knowledge and skills. Knowledge in modern society includes critical
thinking, innovation, ability to solve complex problems, ability to cope and react
in unforeseen situations, use of information, analysis, synthesis, independent and
team work, development of various skills and competencies, which should be
acquired through educational process. The possibility and ability of “transfer”
and application of acquired knowledge in social reality are important here (Lon-
¢ar-Vickovi¢ 1 Dolacek-Alduk 2009). For a systematic understanding of social
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reality, recognizing the role of education is crucial. These are quite complex
issues, which can be seen through the indifferent relationship of global society in
terms of harmonizing education with social reality. So, on the one hand, there is
a general consensus on the importance of education and knowledge that contrib-
utes to the cohesion and progress of society as a valuable resource, and on the
other hand, there is an insurmountable gap between what is and what should be.

Numerous relevant surveys and statistics support this (World Health Or-
ganization n.d):

— Greenhouse gas emissions lead to climate change and environmental degra-
dation, which endangers the lives of children.

— Children are vulnerable to the harmful health consequences of indoor and
outdoor air pollution, causing about 7 (seven) million deaths per year
(2016).

— Over 250 (two hundred and fifty) million children are at risk of not fulfill-
ing their developmental potential (2017).

— There are 124 (one hundred and twenty-four) million children and adoles-
cents affected by obesity (2016).

— Children are often exposed to commercial marketing that promotes addic-
tive substances and unhealthy goods.

— Road injuries are the leading cause of death for children and young people.

— More than a billion children are exposed to violence every year.

It is no longer possible to dismiss adolescent experimentation with the use
of substances, including alcohol, marijuana, and nicotine in any form, as “inevi-
table and harmless” stages in growing up. These facts impose an obligation on
physicians / pediatricians to prevent devastating chronic diseases in the United
States. We must provide appropriate attention in the prevention of addiction,
develop the necessary competencies and include them in interactions with poten-
tial addicts, teenagers and their families. Adolescent physicians should educate
patients and their families about risk factors and early signs of substance use and
problematic substance abuse (Searcy 2017). The average age of onset of illegal
substance use in adults, with a diagnosis of any substance abuse disorder, is 16
years. Approximately 50% of onset of use occurs between the ages of 15 and 18,
and beginning of use after the age of 20 is rare. Most adult smokers in the United
States start smoking before the age of 18, and the onset of daily smoking is rare
after the age of 25. Early onset of substance use also predicts higher severity of
addiction and morbidity, including disorders of substance abuse (Chambers et al.
2003). Every other adolescent in Serbia has never received information either at
home or at school, what are the harmful consequences of drug use, according to
research conducted by the Commission for the Fight against Drug Addiction in
Schools. The research was conducted on a sample of 11,850 students, and in-
cluded young people aged 13 to 17 years. The same study found that 75% of
young people have never had the opportunity to talk to professionals about their
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emotional states that accompany adolescence. (Kabuner wmwunHHCcTpa 063
noptdespa 2020). Numerous studies that have analyzed levels, trends, and spati-
otemporal patterns, cause-specific mortality, and health outcomes that are not
fatal in the context of youth addiction indicate alarming data. Childhood and
adolescence, meaning the period of changes between childhood and adulthood,
are vulnerable periods, but at the same time they are a crucial factor in determin-
ing the health of adults.

The rise of criminal activities such as murder, robbery, extortion, robbery
or violent behavior is one of the biggest problems facing modern society. In re-
sponse to this situation, governments around the world are working to provide
additional resources and funding for corrective action and institution-building to
combat crime and its consequences. On the other hand, it is noticeable that less
and less is invested in education, and especially in early education and child de-
velopment. Modest budget allocations primarily affect educational institutions,
due to the prevailing social attitude that the safety and protection of children and
adults are one of the most important priorities. However, many policymakers
ignore the fact that greater investment in early education and education programs
will generally contribute not only to reducing crime rates in the future and saving
money, but also to the well-being and well-being of society as a whole. A series
of studies have been conducted in the past to determine whether education really
reduces the risk of children committing crimes while growing up. One of the
studies followed children aged 3 and 4 who attended an educational program
until they came of age. It was found that those who did not participate in the
preschool program and who thus missed the opportunity for early development
had a 70% higher chance of being arrested for a crime by the age of 18. This
shows that early education and development are key to children's mental health
and proper development, as well as contributing to preventing children from
entering the world of delinquency and crime at a later age (Yousefi 2016). This
“life training” must be impressive with a lot of pictures from practice, so that
children can learn about all the horrors of drugs, alcohol, smoking, carelessness
in traffic, etc. (bjenajany u 3upojeBuh 2014). Adolescents, during the delicate
phase of transition, between childhood and adulthood, due to psychophysical
transformations, are especially susceptible to a wide range of temptations where
attraction to risks and things that are forbidden and the desire to experiment
dominate. In addition to promiscuous sexual activity, this “research” phase in-
cludes alcohol, smoking, and the consumption of legal and illegal drugs.

It is appropriate that interactive education of young people with a greater
range of practical knowledge and understanding provides opportunities to deal
with problems. In that way, social values and behaviors would be nurtured,
which will significantly raise their level of security culture. The introduction of a
safety culture in the education system would strengthen the starting point that
schools are socially responsible and integrated institutions that are primarily
shaped by their social environment, which reshape life. Security culture would in
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a purposeful way, on the one hand, train young people for adult roles, and on the
other hand, it would prepare adults for new roles in the direction of unavoidable
social trends.

Discussion

The place of security in the hierarchy of human needs needs to be rede-
fined and reaffirmed, and within the given framework it is necessary to harmo-
nize the differences between the normative and the real. In this paper, it is ex-
plained that the security culture is at the same time the defense culture of the
individual and the community. This phenomenon is a kind of social matrix that
articulates the perception of security challenges and threats, and in accordance
with it, channels individual and collective thoughts and behaviors, for the sake of
a better / safer existence. For this reason, a safety culture must be accessible and
adapted to all ages and all levels of youth education.

Involvement of young people in negative and unacceptable behaviors dur-
ing the period of childhood and adolescence, can create unhealthy habits that can
then pass and develop into antisocial life patterns (Miller-Day 2008). Namely,
more and more young people are already experimenting with smoking, alcohol,
psychoactive substances and pathological gambling at puberty, thus opening the
way to addiction diseases. These are disorders that interfere with the normal
functioning of teenagers, because they contribute to the development of psycho-
physical problems and the creation of dysfunctional / destructive families.

In 2017, there were 33,000 registered gamblers in Serbia, according to a
research by the Institute of Public Health “Batut”. Among young people between
the ages of 18 and 26, every fourth person has a problem with gambling. A few
years ago, a survey by the Center “Zivot nije igra” showed that 26% of 720 re-
spondents in three primary and three secondary schools in Novi Sad gamble, of
which 6% fall into the category of pathological gamblers. Half of those who
gamble had their first encounter with this vice between the ages of 10 and 14,
most often in a betting shop. The research of the Special Hospital for Addiction
Diseases “Vita” shows that as many as 92.7% of high school students in Serbia
consumed alcohol before the age of 18, and that 69.5% of them drank or had
experience of drunkenness. Almost 58.5% of high school students drink alcohol,
mostly when going out on the weekends. Research shows similar results when it
comes to drugs. Every sixth high school student between the ages of 15 and 18
has tried one of the drugs. Marijuana, ecstasy and amphetamines make up 80%
of consumed narcotics, while marijuana alone is present in 54% of cases (Cok
2019). The situation is similar or more difficult in all regions of the world, where
specialized clinics and trauma centers are organized for helping young people
with addiction. They enter the world of addiction at the age of 12, and they usu-
ally indulge in vices due to unsolvable problems in the family, school, and there
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is mostly a negative influence of peers and a desire to prove themselves. In addi-
tion to the classic diseases of addiction (drugs, alcoholism, cigarettes), some new
ones appear, which are specific in that no ingredients are consumed, but a certain
degree of satisfaction and excitement is achieved by using certain technical
means.

Although there is no scientific consensus on whether excessive internet
use or internet mania is a psychological disorder that can be categorized as an
addictive disease, the problem of excessive use of digital online content is pre-
sent, and has consequences for both the affected individual and social systems.
The Internet is becoming more and more diversified in terms of content, and thus
the opportunities it makes available to users. This complicates the problem, as it
significantly expands the focus necessary to cover all relevant factors in the re-
search. Thus, instead of talking about internet addiction disorder as an addiction
disease, we must consider it as an umbrella expression for various forms of that
disorder, which are almost as diversified as content on the Internet. The patho-
logical attitude towards the Internet and digital content is manifested towards
social networks, video games, informative content and pornographic content
(Bjelajac and Filipovi¢ 2020a). The use of the Internet and, in general, a deep
immersion in the world of information and communication technologies is inevi-
table today, even for preschool children. When children connect to the Internet,
they have direct and immediate access to the entire treasury of knowledge and
entertainment, friends, family, but also complete strangers, which can put chil-
dren who by default do not doubt anything and believe in everything, at serious
risk. Children who meet and communicate with strangers via the Internet easily
become prey to Internet predators (bjenajary u @umunosuh 20206). So, this cate-
gory of young people is especially vulnerable, and thus exposed to online sexual
predators, who are often good experts in information technology and excellent
manipulators, who are indirectly able to establish control over another person.
Counting on their age and lack of experience in recognizing a “fake person”,
they skillfully evoke emotions in children, with proven methods, such as flattery
and sycophancy. The final phase is definitely submission to their will and
achievement of goals, which refer to various types of abuse and sexual exploita-
tion (bjenajany u @wumnosuh 2021). As children and adolescents are dominant
users of digital media, they fit into the general profile of Internet addicts, which
serves as a means of entertainment and pastime and intensifies the tendency to-
wards escapism that online digital content offers.

Security culture instructs the individual to “protect himself from others
and others from himself”, to recognize security challenges, risks and threats, to
change the habits of a helpless or indifferent observer, and to understand the role
he plays on the stage called modern society. A socially useful individual is one
who seeks solutions within himself, not outside himself. Security culture should
become a skill of living, a signpost on how not to fall into apathy, depression,
alcoholism, drugs and crime..., how to be careful not to become victims of a
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crime and lose the ability to assess well, and become easy prey (Bjelajac 2017b,
447). Security culture combines all aspects of social life in an effort to empha-
size security as an individual and collective value. It is a special scientific disci-
pline that aims to use the heritage of generations, evolving in all areas of life and
work of modern man.

Conclusion

Building, maintaining and improving a safety culture is a complex process
that requires the involvement of the family as a basic social group, school and of
course the entire community. In that sequence, the role of the mass media is es-
pecially important. In modern, postmodern society, the mass media have enor-
mous power, which stems from the fact that they direct communication towards
an endless audience, using advanced technology.

The fundamental goals of education only make sense if they are adaptable
to energetic social currents, because social life unfolds relentlessly in a dynamic
way, oscillating between stability and instability, certainty and uncertainty, war
and peace. With the existence of security awareness and a carefully created and
balanced security culture in schools, there would be significantly less crime,
drug addiction, alcoholism, cigarette addiction, gambling addiction, internet ad-
diction. There would be a much more pronounced awareness of traffic safety,
awareness of preserving a healthy environment, awareness of sexually transmit-
ted diseases and the harmful consequences of terminating underage pregnancies,
which endangers the health, happiness and general well-being of girls.

The inconsistency of curricula in schools with intensive social events im-
plies a lack of understanding of the need to recognize and modify outdated pro-
grams. The inappropriate lack of motivation for the introduction of a security
culture in educational systems is, in fact, a kind of disavowal of reality. There-
fore, unfortunately, it remains to encourage individuals who want to expand their
intellectual horizons in the field of security culture, and thus in turn strengthen
the community in which they live and make its perspective more certain.
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
