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Introduction

Human Trafficking, according to its many exploitative goals, is an interna-
tional, organized, criminal phenomenon that has severe consequences for the
safety, well-being, and human rights of its victims. In recent years, this phe-
nomenon has reached alarming proportions. Every year, millions of men,
women, and children around the world are sold and kept in conditions equal to
slavery. Among them, there is a large number of women and girls, who are taken
away by fraud or force and sold to work in forced prostitution, but also men,
whose labor force is exploited in factories, construction jobs, etc. It is estimated
that the annual global profit generated by this form of crime is almost
competitive with the profit generated by drug trafficking.

Traffickers for sexual exploitation exist on several different levels, from
low-level spontaneous unorganized contacts to the high-level, very complex
sophisticated international organized networks. In that sense, “networks of well-
organized, highly sophisticated criminal groups, of all nations and colors, fo-
cused on making big profits, are engaged in various “lucrative jobs”, which cer-
tainly include human trafficking, especially in women” (Bjelajac 2008, 9). The
methods of recruiting women and girls by traffickers are diverse and mainly
depend on the way they function, as well as the level of organization backing
them up. In essence, most common methods include: individual “seducers” look-
ing for interested girls in bars, cafes, clubs, and discos; recruitment through an
informal network of family and friends; advertisements offering work or study
abroad; agencies that offer work, study, marriage or travel abroad; false mar-
riages, etc.” (Bjelajac 2005, 139). What is characteristic of human trafficking,
especially in women for sexual exploitation, is the intention of human traffickers
to “ensure permanent control over their victim with constant supervision” (Bjela-
jac 2014, 2016), as well as the fact that this is “a phenomenon” about which the-
re is very little reliable information, but also about the general segment and form
of organized crime, whose nature is such that it does not allow the collection of
data using common methods. When it comes to such a hidden phenomenon, get-
ting accurate estimates of its actual extent can be compared to looking for a nee-
dle in a haystack” (Kelly and Regan 2000, 6). Having in mind the essence of the
problems faced by victims of trafficking (especially women), this paper will, in
addition to a general overview of the causes of trafficking and basic observations
on trafficking in women and elements of sexual exploitation, address one of the
most important causes of trafficking with the purpose of sexual exploitation in
modern society. We are talking of course, about lack of education and informa-
tion.
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Causes of Human Trafficking and Methods of Recruitment

Human Trafficking is a multidimensional problem. The exploitation of
victims of trafficking can be performed in many different ways. Regardless of
the type of exploitation, there is no doubt that each is done in the cruelest way
possible. According to Mijalkovic, human trafficking is also a multi-manifest
and multi structural phenomenon, and is one of the “most represented and most
profitable activities of international organized crime, with negative implications
for national - foreign and domestic security, security of citizens and individuals”
(Mijalkovic 2006, 110). According to Radovi¢ et al. (Radovi¢ et al. 2008, 12),
“in most international documents dealing with the problem of human trafficking,
special emphasis is placed on trafficking in women and children, because
women and children make up over 90% of all identified victims.”

According to Jovanovi¢ and Galonja (2011, 42), the causes of human traf-
ficking could be described as follows: “victims represent supply, and employers
prone to abuse and sexual exploitation represent demand. Supply is conditioned
by various factors: above all - poverty, the attractiveness of the assumed standard
of living in other countries, underdeveloped economic and social norms and sta-
ndards, unemployment, organized crime, violence against women and children,
discrimination against women, corruption, political instability, armed conflicts
and post-conflict circumstances, traditional patterns that tolerate slavery and a
slavery-like position. From the position of demand, the factors that condition the
situation of human trafficking include the development of the sex industry and
the growing demand for cheap labor” (Jovanovi¢ and Galonja 2011, 42). If we
take a closer look at the causes of trafficking in women, the following factors
can be singled out as very important: living conditions in the country of origin,
economic insecurity and discrimination against women with very important eco-
nomic and social marginalization of women, the violence they suffer (whether it
is elements of domestic violence or a violent environment as such), and of cour-
se, a lack of education and information, especially when it comes to young peo-
ple.

Traffickers use various methods and means to find and recruit their vic-
tims. With the development of modern technologies (internet, social networks,
...), the possibilities of abuse in this sphere have reached unprecedented propor-
tions. The methods of recruitment differ and most often they include the promise
of a better job, better living conditions, etc. According to Andjelkovi¢ et al., “the
most dangerous thing about human trafficking is that recruitment is often done
by a person whom the victim knows and trusts: a friend, relative, godfather, ne-
ighbor, aunt, boyfriend, husband, etc. A trafficker (person recruiting, relative,
employer, corrupt official, transporter, exploiter and service provider) abuses
victims' trust and desire to live better, and often by simulating a love affair and
the victim's desire to be loved” (Andjelkovic et al. 2020, 12). It is not uncommon
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for former prostitutes to start working as recruiters and to actively participate in
trafficking in women (Nikoli¢-Ristanovi¢ 2002, 7).

The most common ways of recruiting women for the primary purpose of
sexual exploitation are as follows:

— “false business and other offers from persons whom the victim knows or
trusts;

— fake dating - a young man who simulates a love affair with a girl, and at
some point, when he gains her trust, invites her to go with him to another
country/city where they will try their luck and start a new, happier life;

— misleading job advertisements in various media (newspapers, internet, so-
cial networks). Job offers that are seemingly better paid and provide better
working conditions than in the country where the potential victim lives. Fa-
ke job ads are often very convincing and serious. Such ads will often look
completely like real ads that anyone can trust and sign up for;

— families - sometimes because of poverty, sometimes because of some other
problems, but sometimes also because parents believe that their child will
have a better life elsewhere, not dreaming that she will become a slave;

— kidnapping is possible, but not too common method when it comes to hu-
man trafficking” (Andjelkovi¢ et al. 2020, 12-13).

What is important to emphasize, especially in the area of trafficking in
women, is that there are no standardized characteristics of women who become
victims, no single characteristic by which they could be singled out. If something
can be singled out it is the fact that victims are most often people from a margin-
alized and deprived socio-economic environment, however, that still does not
mean that other women cannot become victims.

Trafficking in Women and Sexual Exploitation

According to Mijalkovi¢, “sexual exploitation is the most common type of
exploitation of victims of human trafficking, which encompasses the exploitation
of the body, sexual identity and integrity of the victim” (Mijalkovi¢ 2005, 209).
According to many opinions, sexual exploitation is one of the most common
forms of exploitation of victims of human trafficking in practice.

In this context, Mijalkovi¢ (2005, 209) further divides sexual exploitation
into “non-commercial and commercial”. Non-commercial sexual exploitation
means the sexual exploitation of victims of trafficking by persons who “bought”
them, to satisfy their personal or sexual desires of persons close to them, without
the intention to generate illegal income through their exploitation. Commercial
sexual exploitation implies mass sexual exploitation of victims of human traf-
ficking to satisfy instinctual and pathological needs and sexual desires of an
indefinite number of “owners” of known and unknown persons while achieving
a certain illegal gain” (Mijalkovic 2005, 209).
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According to Radovi¢ (Radovi¢ 2007, 98), “trafficking in women is a very
old phenomenon. In Europe, its roots go back to ancient times, to Greek and
Roman civilization, and also existed in the Middle Ages. “According to research
from 2001, the average age of sexually exploited women from Eastern Europe
was around 21, but there are minors among them, as well as female children
under 14 years of age. They were mostly from urban areas, from poor families,
unemployed, with modest education (64% had lower education, 33% secondary
education, and only 3% higher education). Half of these women (about 45%)
have one or more children. Some of them set out on this journey with the knowl-
edge of their husbands and with their consent (to work as waitresses and babysit-
ters) (Radovi¢ 2007, 100).

According to the latest Human Trafficking Report, which deals with the si-
tuation in Serbia, “traffickers sexually exploit Serbian women in Serbia, neigh-
boring countries and across Europe, especially in Austria, Germany, Italy, and
Turkey.” Traffickers sexually exploit children from Serbia, especially from the
Roma population, for forced labor, forced begging, and committing petty crimes.
Foreign victims identified in Serbia are from Albania, Cameroon, Denmark, Ma-
li, Nigeria, and Pakistan. Thousands of migrants and refugees from the Middle
East, Africa and Asia who pass through Serbia or are stuck in Serbia are exposed
to human trafficking in Serbia” (State Department 2020, 5). Radovi¢ (Radovié¢
2007, 103) also states that “according to reports available to the Council of Eu-
rope, most victims of trafficking in Europe are women and girls who are ex-
ploited for sexual purposes. With Europeans spending billions of euros a year on
prostitution and other commercial sexual services, trafficking in women can be a
very lucrative business. The market for commercial sexual services is greatly
influencing the increase in trafficking in women”.

In the context of preventing and stopping human trafficking, its recogni-
tion, and proper response, international organizations have made certain recom-
mendations to states, which include the following:

— development of guidelines and procedures for relevant state bodies and of-
ficials, such as members of the police, border services, immigration services
to quickly and accurately identify victims of trafficking;

— ensuring cooperation between the relevant authorities, officials, and non-
governmental organizations to enable the identification and forms of assis-
tance to trafficked persons;

— informing citizens, especially from endangered groups, about the possible
dangers and consequences of human trafficking, as well as providing infor-
mation that enables them to seek help if they need it;

— ensuring that victims of trafficking are not punished for violating immigra-
tion laws and for the activity in which they are involved, as a consequence
of their position;

— ensuring that victims of trafficking are not detained or otherwise deprived
of their liberty under any circumstances;
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— providing procedures for receiving and reviewing asylum applications, both
for trafficked persons and smuggled persons, so that the principle of no-
return is always respected (Tosi¢ 2018, 173).

Lack of Education and Information as a Cause of Trafficking in
Women for Sexual Exploitation

One of the strategic goals of the Anti-Trafficking Strategy in the Republic
of Serbia is to increase the level of awareness about the problem of human traf-
ficking as a form of modern slavery through several modalities (activities):

— raising the level of awareness of the general public;

— raising the level of awareness of at-risk groups, based on research results
and their regular evaluation;

— raising the level of awareness of clients and potential exploiters of victims
of human trafficking;

— raising the level of awareness of state and non-governmental representatives
working with at-risk groups. (Strategy 111/11).

The second strategic goal of the Anti-Trafficking Strategy in the Republic
of Serbia is to reduce risk factors and vulnerability, and one of the modalities for
achieving this goal is to improve the knowledge of at-risk groups about precau-
tionary measures they can take to reduce the risk of trafficking. If we look at the
strategic concepts in this domain of neighboring countries, it can be seen that the
Strategy for Anti-Trafficking 2019-2024 of the Republic of Montenegro is pay-
ing special attention to the preventive aspect of responding to challenges of traf-
ficking, especially in women and children.

According to the text of the mentioned Strategy, it has been noticed that
certain groups (women and children in particular) are especially vulnerable cate-
gories when it comes to the issue of human trafficking. Therefore, in the coming
period, “it is necessary to continue strengthening preventive and educational
activities aimed at these categories, to eliminate the possibility of becoming vic-
tims of some form of human trafficking crimes.” Also, it is necessary to continue
with campaigns aimed at raising the level of public awareness concerning poten-
tial users of victims' services. At the same time, it is necessary to continue with
the implementation of campaigns intended for the general public and the target
public to strengthen awareness and resilience concerning the phenomenon of
human trafficking, safe use of Internet communications, and social networks.
Also, it is necessary to continue to implement campaigns that will make the SOS
hotlines for victims of human trafficking more visible” (Strategy 2019-2024, 28)
There is no doubt that education and information are very important in the field
of preventing trafficking in women for sexual exploitation. The development of
the preventive concept in the form of meaningful education and information
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concerning women, who are very often a socially, culturally, economically, and
politically vulnerable category, must not be neglected.

Creating opportunities to determine a certain social reaction concerning
the phenomenon of human trafficking (especially of women and children) in-
cludes and requires a systematic approach, with a quality system of education
and information of the general public (especially target groups) on issues,
dangers, and challenges that women and children face in modern. Finally, up-to-
date and thorough information of the public must certainly include current anti-
trafficking programs (at the national and supranational level), as well as the
resources available to the institutional apparatus.

According to Galonja and Jovanovi¢, “most prevention programs are de-
termined to fulfill their purpose by working to address anticipated consequences
(for example, seminars for professionals for their future treatment of new victims
of trafficking) or through prevention programs for the general population (televi-
sion campaigns, work with students, high school students, etc.)” (Galonja and
Jovanovi¢ 2011, 78). In preventing the phenomenon of human trafficking the
authors emphasize educational and informative programs of various formats:
workshops, lectures, training, seminars, forums, and campaigns to raise the
awareness of the general population.

What is also emphasized in the official reports is that “among the target
groups for which the educational programs are intended, the following groups
stand out:

— professionals in the field of protection of (potential) victims of human traf-
ficking - social workers (centers for social work and shelters),

— police representatives,

— Non-governmental organizations,

— Red Cross,

— The media,

— Public Prosecutor’s Office,

— Courts,

— Doctors,

— Lawyers,

— teachers and other subjects employed in education (including teachers of ci-
vic education)

— other interested target groups: students and pupils of secondary and primary
schools

— representatives of the vulnerable population - protégés of the shelters for
children and the beneficiaries of the assistance programs themselves” (Galo-
nja and Jovanovi¢ 2011, 78).
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Conclusion

Trafficking in women for sexual exploitation, as one of the most common
forms of human trafficking, affects all countries regardless of their level of de-
velopment, and all social groups, regardless of financial security, level of educa-
tion, and other important parameters. It is certain, however, that the notion of
trafficking in women as a complex and dynamic social phenomenon is
associated with the so-called feminization of poverty, the militarization of
certain regions, restrictive immigration policy of certain developed countries, or
different discriminatory policies in national and/or regional frameworks. Having
in mind the essence of the problems faced by victims of trafficking (especially
women), this paper, in addition to a general review of the causes of trafficking
and basic observations on trafficking in women and elements of sexual
exploitation, focused on one of the most important causes of trafficking in
women with the goal of sexual exploitation in modern society. The lack of
proper education and access to information being the key cause.

The use of the Internet has definitely changed the world and initiated a
new “emerging civilization” in which sexuality is not taboo in the form it was
even at the end of the last century. This is just one of the phenomena pro-
moted by the nascent generation. The feverish demand “everything and
immediately”, which is the credo of the army of young people, mostly refers
to the sphere of intimate relationships and sexuality in general, which someti-
mes gives shockingly bizarre results. Extremely simplified sexuality, reduced
to Freud's “Id” is a phenomenon that has joined the many other phenomena
of modern society, of which the emerging generation has created a dominant
view of life and moral good and evil (bjenajart 1 @umumnosuh 2020). This
should be especially taken into account when verifying the indicators for pre-
liminary identification of victims of trafficking, and their education later.

There is no doubt that education and information are very important in the
field of preventing trafficking in women for sexual exploitation. The develop-
ment of the preventive concepts in the form of proper education and information
concerning women, who are very often a socially, culturally, economically, and
politically vulnerable category, must not be neglected. Also, a systematic ap-
proach to education, as well as thorough information of professionals in the field
of protection of (potential) victims of trafficking and social workers, should be a
primary mission, for society to systematically oppose the phenomenon of traf-
ficking.
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
